BACK RINGING FOR 2008 
 

ST MARY DE CASTRO, LEICESTER:  WORK GOING WELL 
 
First of all, we are all extremely 
grateful for the generous grant 
made by the Leicester Guild from 
the Bell Restoration fund. 
  
The first phase of the work is 
now complete, which was to 
complete the installation of the 
floor above the bells which was 
started 57 years ago and was, 
allegedly, not completed upon 
the advice of Mr John Oldham of 
John Taylor and Co!!! 
  
The floor is now complete with a 
large sound lantern; the mineral 
felt has all been chased into the 
stonework; an access trapdoor 
has been included and a ladder 

for access is to be provided 
when the next phase of the work 
is completed. 
  
Hayward Mills are due to 
commence work on Monday, 3rd 
December to install a steel beam 
under the new floor to provide a 
means of lifting for any work on 
the bell installation and to be an 
additional support to the floor 
that has been installed. The re-
building work to the bell-frame to 
take ten bells will also 
commence and the re-bushed 
clappers; the renovated wheels 
and the roller boxes with new 
rollers will all be re-fitted. The 

bell frame is to be re-painted 
and we will finish up  
with a fully restored installation. 
We hope that the re-furbished 
eight bells will be ringing by 
Christmas. 
  
We are also hoping to install the 
two new bells during the early 
part of the New Year and if 
anyone feels that they would 
like to make a contribution - 
however small, it would be most 
gratefully received by me.

BBC APPEAL: GUILD RAISES FUNDS 
 

 

At the beginning of the year 
BBC Radio Leicester 
announced plans to raise 
£400,000 towards a new wing 
on the Rainbows Children’s 
Hospice in Loughborough, 
Leicestershire.  
 
This would be in celebration of 
it’s 40 years broadcasting in 
Leicester, the first BBC local 
radio station to take to the air. So 
the Ruby Rainbow Appeal was 
launched. Presenter Dave 
Andrews under took to co-
ordinate the appeal and has 
worked endlessly at what 
seemed a very tall order. 
 
The Leicester Diocesan Guild 
saw this as an opportunity to 
help raise funds for this worthy 
cause an also to make listeners 
aware of the Guild’s role and our 
plight to recruit new ringers.  
A peal was organised, at the 
invitation of the Cathedral 
Chapter, to celebrate the 80th 
anniversary of St Martins 
becoming a Cathedral, which 
would also be sponsored in aid 
of the Ruby Rainbow Appeal.  
 
The recruiting committee of the 
Guild looked at ways to achieve 
this and on Friday October 12th 
organised for Whetstone bells to 
be ringing in the background of 
an interview on BBC Radio 
Leicester’s morning programme. 

Following this, on Saturday 
13th we took our simulator and 
promotional material to the 
BBC Open Centre in Leicester 
where it was available for 
anyone to come and try their 
hand. Simon Ford, who was 
presenting the Saturday 
morning programme, showed 
much interest and actually very 
bravely tried his hand live on 
air, encouraging other listeners 
to come in and have a go. 
 
The sponsored peal was rung 
in the afternoon at the 
Cathedral, merely a stones 
throw away from the BBC 

Radio Leicester Open Centre 
and could be heard across the 
city. The final amount raised by 
sponsorship is not yet know but it 
is expected to be several 
hundred pounds.  
 
To date the Ruby Rainbow 
Appeal stands at £375,000, well 
on the way to the target. Further 
details about the appeal are 
available at 
www.bbc.co.uk/leicester  where 
donations can be pledged or via 
the treasurer.

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THE BETTER WAY TO GIVE 
 

NEW BRF SCHEME: MORE MONEY TO FUND WITH NO EXTRA COST 
 

 
I am sure that all members of 
the Guild are aware of the 
Bell Restoration Fund, but 
did you know that since 1946 
the BRF has made grants 
totalling almost £100,000 to 
over 120 churches within the 
Leicester Diocese?  
 
That is a tremendous sum, and 
one of which all Guild members 
should be proud. It has enabled 
many churches to restore, 
augment or otherwise improve 
their bell installations, work 
which might not have been able 
to proceed without the cash 
assistance the BRF has been 
able to provide.  
 
Many ringers already make a 
regular or occasional 
contribution to the BRF, for 
example through collections at 
district meetings, or 
membership of the 100CLUB. 
Now there is a further way to 
support the BRF, one that is 
more tax efficient than the 
100CLUB, and does not involve 
having to remember to take 
some change with you to a 
meeting. The BRF committee is 
launching a new affiliation 
scheme for individual 
members, to complement the 
existing scheme for PCCs. The 
minimum annual donation is 
£10, and for UK taxpayers this 
can be given by Gift Aid by 
simply ticking a box on the 
form, which will increase the 

value of every £10 you give by 
(currently) £2.82, at no extra cost 
to you.   
 
This new scheme is not just for 
ringers. There are many 
others within our parishes 
who enjoy hearing us ring, 
finding that the bells give 
them comfort or 
reassurance, or who feel 
that their wedding day (to 
give just one example) 
would not be complete 
without the sound of bells. 
Bells are also a link to the 
shared heritage of communities: 
many are centuries old and 
would have been marking 
services and events in the parish 
since their installation. It is 
therefore possible that some 
parishioners, or casual visitors to 
your church, might also be 
interested in keeping the bells of 
Leicester Diocese in sound 
working order. With this in mind, 
an attractive leaflet has been 
produced, which could be 
displayed in your church 
alongside parish magazines and 
other church literature. A small 
supply will be provided to every 
tower correspondent early in the 
New Year. Further copies are 
available on request – just drop 
an email to  
brf@ leicesterdg.org.uk. If you 
want to see what the leaflet looks 
like, there is a copy on the Guild 
website.   
 

 
 
If you would be interested in 
providing more practical 
assistance or have some fund-
raising ideas you would like to 
share, then the BRF committee 
has some vacancies and would 
welcome your involvement.

ALMOST 25 YEARS ON: FROM THE BEGINNING… 
 

Sue and I were driving along 
Woodgate in Leicester during the 
early part of 1983 and passed the 
church of St. Leonard which was in 
the process of being demolished. 
We were both aware that the church 
had one chiming bell but what 
happened to it during the demolition 
process remains a mystery. We 
chatted about St.Leonards and the 
bells in the Leicester Diocese and 
came to the conclusion that the 
Guild did not possess a 
comprehensive list. Churches 
without bands and less than five 
bells seemed to be a problem with 
questions about condition usually 
being replied with a variety of 
different answers. We were also 
concerned that the Guild was not 
always kept informed about 
churches becoming redundant and 
bells that might become available; 
this seemed to be because our 
communication links with the 
Diocese were somewhat tenuous. 
We spoke to other guild members, 
whom we knew had an interest in 
such matters, and the matter was 
subsequently raised at a guild 
meeting where the Bells Committee 
was formed. 

It was never our intention to take 
over the work of the established 
bellhangers and give technical 
advice about an individual church`s 
bells. It was more a question of 
making an historical record and 
pointing out obvious defects to the 
parish in question. Our advice has 
usually consisted of directing the 
said parish to seek professional 
advice. On the 19th August 1983 
Alan Berry from Taylors and Bob 
Smith from Eayre and Smith met a 
group of us at the church of St. Mary 
the Virgin in Carlton Curlieu. We 
ascended the tower and they took 
us through the information that we 
should need to record. Suffice to 
say that we have followed their 
recommendations ever since. We 

followed this with our first `business` 
meeting at Loughborough College 
where, thanks to Bob Smith, we 
enjoyed warm, comfortable 
surroundings and ample 
refreshment. The Bells Committee 
was up and running. We were joined 
by the Diocesan Secretary and, in 
addition to elected guild members, 
the Diocesan Bells Advisor and 
representatives of Taylors and 
Eayre and Smith at our first meeting 
and set out our aims and intentions. 
It was our wish to be an `active` 
committee rather than just a talking 
shop and arrangements to visit 
various towers began almost 
immediately. At that first meeting the 
chair was taken by the Guild 
President, Gwenyth Tyler and, 
whilst she was succeeded by Ron 
Hughes, she returned to the chair in 
1988 and remains our chairman to 
this day. 

Over the years we have enjoyed the 
support of an enthusiastic core of 
guild members. Gwenyth regularly 
joined us up amongst the bells and 
no doubt remembers that late spring 
day in 1984 at Edmonthorpe. The 
tower was infested with pigeons 
who took an obvious distaste to our 
presence in their `home`. Unlike 
normal pigeons one or two behaved 
like Harrier jets and their target 
seemed to be Gwenyth to the 
exclusion of the rest of us; she even 
bore the evidence of one successful 
pigeon attack. Ron Hughes joined 
us as a chairman but carried on 
visiting many churches with us, 
always armed with his camera and 
numerous jokes and tales. Sadly 
reduced mobility eventually denied 
both him and Gwenyth the 
opportunity to continue with us. Bob 
Graves was another guild president 
who initially came to our meetings 
and finished up joining us on many 
a tower visits until his eventual 
move to Nottinghamshire. Every 
group needs an `expert` and we had 

Alan Cattell who attended every 
tower visit until his sad and untimely 
death ten years ago. Alan was a 
walking encyclopaedia of knowledge 
and, despite watching him in action 
over many years, I could never 
fathom out how he used a tuning 
fork.  

We decided initially to concentrate 
on those towers with less than five 
bells and/or without a regular band 
of ringers. Some churches were in 
better condition than others whilst 
the church at Stretton en le Field 
was in a terribly dilapidated state 
and the picturesque church at 
Freeby on the edge of the Vale is in 
a state of partial collapse and 
progressively getting worse. Every 
church had its individual charm and 
items of interest and I would like to 
think that our visits have been 
instrumental in reminding parishes 
about their bells and our 
encouragement has persuaded 
them to occasionally embark on 
restoration. One such visit was to 
Belton in the summer of 1986. We 
found that the three bells had been 
taken down and left on the floor of 
the intermediate room. We 
recommended to the vicar of the 
time that the bells should be 
relocated for reasons of safety, 
which was done, but he appeared 
little interested in any rehanging. It 
was some years later when I 
received a telephone call from 
Sandra Chantry, the new vicar, who 
had found a letter I had written to 
her predecessor. The rest is history, 
as they say. A group of us re-visited 
Belton, spoke at length to Sandra 
and she set about getting the bells 
rehung and eventually augmented. 
It was a similar story at Orton on the 
Hill. Our visit in 1993 found four 
bells that looked in danger of 
collapse. I wrote to the vicar and 
recommended that the bells be 
taken down. To be fair this was 
done fairly quickly but he seemed 
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disinterested in anything further. It 
seemed a repeat of the Belton story 
when the new vicar, Annette Read, 
rang me one day and………….well , 
they will be a ring of six by 
Christmas 2007. The enthusiasm 
and drive of those two lady vicars 
was an example to us all. Annette 
invited a group of us over to speak 
to her PCC and she ensured that we 
sold the idea of restoration to them. 
There were one or two with 
doubts but between us, we 
managed to persuade them. 

At one of our meetings Alan Cattell 
commented that his church, All 
Saints, Leicester was due to 
become redundant and he would 
like to see the bells used rather than 
just stay, neglected, in the tower. 
Tony Clayton, who was then a priest 
in the Framland area as well as the 
diocesan bells advisor, immediately 
offered the bells a home at 
Sproxton. We shall probably never 
know how this scheme was 
commenced and completed so 
quickly but it was and the eight All 
Saints bells were moved without 
delay. They are now regularly used 
both for service ringing and peals. 

We regularly advise parishes to 
consider restoring or rehanging their 
bells; which in some cases have lain 
almost untouched for years. With all 
the other financial constraints on 
parishes our advice is often 
received with little enthusiasm. 
However a visit to Sutton Cheney in 
1998 brought us into contact with 
churchwarden, Mary Burgess. At the 
conclusion of our visit we had a long 
chat about the possibilities following 
which we supplied her with contacts 
for both advice and fundraising. 
Within next to no time the money 
had been raised and the bells were 
rehung and subsequently 
augmented to six. I have no doubt 
that if we could have shuffled 
Sandra Chantry, Annete Read, Tony 
Clayton and Mary Burgess round 
the Diocese to all the churches 
where bells needed rehanging we 
should not have had a single 
unringable bell in this area. Sadly 

that is not possible but I remain 
convinced that our visits often sow 
the seed and we can hopefully 
dispel the obvious doubts that arise 
when we start mentioning figures 
that amount to thousands of 
pounds. Over the years we have 
built and maintained a close 
relationship with the Diocese which 
has allowed us to save bells in 
those cases where churches have 
been made redundant or closed and 
had a change of use or been 
demolished. We have managed to 
`rescue` a number of single bells 
which have been put to good use in 
this diocese and elsewhere.  The 
bell in the Victorian church of St. 
Matthews in Leicester was removed 
before demolition of the church and 
was eventually rehung by Alan 
Cattell in All Saints, Leicester. This 
is just one example of many. 

It is not always the case that bells 
can be removed from a church 
when it becomes redundant; the 
Churches Conservation Trust often 
insists that the bells remain in situ. 
Such has been the case in the tiny 
village of Allexton where the four 
bells have just been rehung after 
much needed restoration work and 
they make a delightful ring. Most of 
our visits are undertaken on a 
Saturday morning but in July 2001 
we made a midweek visit to 
Mountsorrel. After looking at and 
ringing the single 1925 Taylor bell at 
Christ Church we moved on to 
St.Peters. We found a number of 
obvious faults with this light Gillett 
and Johnson ring which made them 
very difficult to handle. At the end of 
our visit we spoke to the vicar and it 
was agreed to send him the 
information necessary to have 
remedial work carried out. Within 
days he had made contact with a 
bellhanger and the work was done 
without delay. It would be nice to 
think that all work was carried out so 
expeditiously but we understand 
that churches have many demands 
on their limited funds and it doesn`t 
help that the bells are out of sight 
and, if there is no resident band or 
regular ringing , out of mind. 

It never ceases to amaze me just 
how much bell work goes on year by 
year and as I write the eight bells at 
S. Mary de Castro, Leicester are in 
the process of being augmented to 
ten. This makes a pleasant change 
because in recent years the city 
centre has lost three rings of eight, 
St.Marks, St.Saviours and All Saints 
and a ring of ten at St. John the 
Divine. One of the next big jobs will 
be at Scraptoft where a new frame 
is due to be installed and a ring of 
five or, hopefully, six will be hung. 

Over the years many of the 
members of the Bells Committee 
have continued to join us on our 
visits and at the one business 
meeting. At that meeting we draw 
up a list of potential schemes so that 
we can advise the BRF Allocations 
Committee to assist them in their 
forward financial planning. There 
have been subtle changes to the 
membership through the life of the 
committee and we always welcome 
new faces. Ringing ability is 
unimportant as is knowledge of 
bells. What we offer is visits to many 
of the delightful churches within this 
diocese and the opportunity to look 
at the many different bell 
installations. All you need is a pair of 
overalls, a hard hat can be provided, 
and the odd spare Saturday 
morning through the warmer 
months; we once visited Copt Oak 
in March and found the Siberian 
type environment not to our taste. I 
have tried to restrict mention of too 
many names. Suffice to say that all 
members over the years have each 
played their part in the work that we 
do and the current membership 
continues that record.  

Little did I think all those years ago 
that the Bells Committee would still 
be going strong in the 21st century, 
but that is due to the interest and 
enthusiasm of its members upon 
whom we rely entirely. I hope that 
after you have read this item you 
might wish to know a little more 
about us. If so please feel free to 
give me a ring on 0116 270 4629.

YROTY 2007 
 
The annual Young Ringer of the Year award was again  
presented this year. The Winners of the 2007 award were 
announced at the Guild AGM in October.
